The Nursing, Midwifery and Allied Health Professions Research Unit 

(NMAHP Research Unit)

The Nursing, Midwifery and Allied Health Professions Research Unit (NMAHP Research Unit) is one of a number of health research units core funded by the Chief Scientist Office of the SEHD. It is the only unit which has the remit for NMAHP research and as such provides a unique resource for post-doctoral NMAHP research.  It provides an environment in which the conduct of high quality NMAHP research which is 'useful and relevant to NMAHPs throughout Scotland' is our sole concern and where clinical NMAHPs are involved in all research projects, thereby ensuring that the post-doctoral fellow will be immersed in high quality clinical NMAHP-led research. The unit provides a national focus for NMAHP research and is directed and led by prominent NMAHP researchers.  It has a major strategic role within the SEHD and NHS in relation to NMAHP research issues and has a close relationship with the CSO.  Time spent in the unit will thus provide the fellow with appropriate NMAHP research role models and a unique opportunity to see how NMAHP research strategy is developed and implemented.  

 

Research within the unit is carried out within three programmes of research:  Stroke, NMAHP judgement and decision making and Urogenital disorders. These programmes were subjected to an intense period of scrutiny to ensure their scientific quality; their relevance to the needs of NHS Scotland and of Scottish society and their ability to make a major contribution to a rigorous evidence base for NMAHP practice.  This scrutiny involved external research experts from NMAHP and from social science and medicine, policy makers and senior clinicians; ensuring a level of quality control unmatched in the UK.  The unit has experienced research staff, entirely focussed on NMAHP research, who collectively possess a large range of research skills and methodological expertise which will be available to the fellow. It also employs a large number of staff at research assistant and research fellow levels, providing the fellow with a sizeable peer group, many of whom will be their future research colleagues.  The post-doctoral research fellow can choose to base their research within any one of these programmes, allowing them to participate in ongoing programme activity and to contribute to proposals for future collaborative projects. 

 

Each Programme of research consists of a number of research projects, the majority of which are externally funded, organised within a small number of strands.  The Stroke programme has three strands Communication, Nutrition and sub groups with specific needs.  The Decision Making Programme has a major intra partum decision making strand and is developing work in the area of mental health.  Its work involves the study of decision aids and of shared decision making.  The Urogenital programme focuses on establishing a rigorous evidence base for NMAHP interventions in this area, related to the NMAHP management and as with all programmes in the unit focuses on patient centered outcomes and involves patients and the public in the development and conduct of its activity.
